trees in low light conditions. It is

·  Altitude up to 2300m 
·  Borneo & Philippines 
·  Grows on the lower limbs & trunks of rainforest trees in low to 

moderate light. It will flower throughout the year

·  epiphyte 
·  Altitude above 500m 
·  Endemic to Philippines 
·  Growing in mossy forests on the trunks 

and branches in filtered light situations, 
in good air movement and high 
constant humidity 

 



Epigeneium triflorum var. orientale 
·  epiphyte 
·  Altitude 1000 to 1800m 
·  Restricted to the mountains in the east & 

centre of Java in Indonesia 
·  Grows in strong light locations, on the 

outer branches of rainforest trees 
 

 

 

Maxillaria densa 
·  epiphyte or terrestrial 
·  Altitude up to 2500m 
·  Mexico, Beliz, ElSalvador, 

Honduras, Nicaragua & 
Colombia 

·  Grows on trees in damp 
locations at lower levels & 
cloud forests or as a terrestrial 
in Pine forests in upper levels. 
It receives a variable light 
levels depending its location 

 

Coelogyne viscosa 'Ebony White'  
·  epiphyte or lithophyte 
·  Altitude moderate 
·  Assam in India, through 

southern China & Indochina to 
Malay Peninsular 

·  Grows in the moist rainforests & 
in open locations on rocks, in 
bright to medium shade 

 



Cattleya loddigesii 
·  originates Brazil and reaches to 

Paraguay 
·  pseudobulb normally bears 2 to 

6 flowers in summer or autumn 
·  grows in a variety of habitats 

on trees or rocks in shady or 
sunny situations. Mine is potted
in a mix of bark, charcoal, 
coconut husk, perlite and 
Maidenwell stone benched
